Bringing children to worship may not always be easy, 
but it is an essential part of their growth in Christ.  
Children in worship learn that they belong to Jesus 
Christ and are welcome as a member of the church 
family. 
 

They come to learn the different elements of 
worship.  Which will help them to build a pool of 
memorable shared experiences of Christian fellow-
ship and community, that they will be able to later 
draw on for support, nurture, and familiarity. 
 

The beauty of the music feeds children as              
expressions of praise and as our response to God.  
Hearing the prayer concerns for others helps them to 
know that each person is especially lifted up in time 
of joy and sadness.  This helps them to discover that 
they are valued as a person of God and by their 
church family. 
 

Here are a few tips to help children get the most 
out of the worship service: 
 

§ Sunday morning should start Saturday night! 
Put out clothes and gather the things that you 
take with you to church. 

 

§ Make Sunday mornings different! Get up early 
enough to have a simple breakfast.  Make a 
family ritual for a special Sunday morning   
blessing for your meal. 

 

§ When you do arrive at the sanctuary, sit as 
near to the front as you are comfortable.       
Children can see and hear better.  This also 
allows them to better participate in the service.
