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Exciting things are happening in our church.  Individuals who have   
chosen to give their precious time have brought energy to our work    
areas and committees.  Many others have taken on new responsibilities 
which has re-energized their passion to lead Leander United Methodist in 
the path that it needs to go.  Areas of hospitality, missions and outreach, 
worship and education are engaged in planning events and ministries not 

only for our congregation, but for the community and the families with whom we share our 
schools, our jobs, and our neighborhoods.  I am grateful for all who have come forward to 
serve.

The event will begin at 6:00 PM and is 
designed for the entire family.  Reservations are required so that we can properly plan the 
meal.  I learned the traditions of the Seder or Passover meal from a rabbi and have     
enjoyed leading this celebration throughout the years.   

I continue to be in prayer for our church and for the families who choose this as their 
place to develop their faith.  May God continue to be our guide, and our strength.
